Read and comprehend texts from a variety of genres including fiction, nonfiction and poetry 
Increase reading and writing vocabulary  
Use writing as a tool for learning 
Know common synonyms, antonyms and homonyms 
Apply strategies to decode unknown words by understanding root words, prefixes, and suffixes 
Use word reference materials (e.g., glossary, dictionary, thesaurus) to identify and comprehend unknown words 
Learn correct capitalization and punctuation
